Declaration of No Gift Policy
for the Fiscal Year 2026 (B.E. 2569)

I, Dr. Amporn Benjaponpitak, Director - General of the Department of Health,
as the highest executive of the Department of Health, together with all executives, officers, and
personnel under the Department of Health, hereby declare our collective intention to be an
agency where all government officials do not accept gifts or any kind of gratuities arising from
the performance of duties (No Gift Policy) — whether before, during, or after performing official
duties — that could lead to corruption or misconduct, both now and in the future. We pledge to
uphold the core institutions of the nation: Nation, Religion, and Monarchy; to be virtuous
individuals with integrity, conducting ourselves in an honest and ethical manner, maintaining
dignity and human honor, standing firm for what is right, performing official duties lawfully
and justly, refraining from any act of corruption, not tolerating any form of misconduct, and not
exploiting our positions for personal gain at the expense of the people’s hardship. We will work
together to foster a culture of integrity within the organization, instill awareness, and promote
positive attitudes and values in performing duties with a sense of public service. We will avoid
any conflict between personal and public interests, and will not accept any property or benefits
that can be monetarily valued from anyone, except for those legally permitted under laws,
regulations, or rules issued under legal authority, or customary benefits within the limits set by
the National Anti-Corruption Commission (NACC). We will also adhere to the ethical
standards for government officials, the Department of Health’s Code of Ethics for Government
Officials (B.E. 2568), and the guidelines on giving or receiving gifts or benefits for all positions
and levels within the Ministry of Public Health, as well as strictly comply with relevant laws,
regulations, and Cabinet resolutions. Our ultimate goal is to ensure that the Department of
Health remains free from corruption and misconduct, leading to “DoH Together Against
Corruption.”
